IN MEMORY 
 

DOME-ICO MICELI (1931-2007) 
 

It was with great sadness that I 
recently heard that Domenic passed 
away on the 6th November 2007. As 
a familiar face in the Eastern 
Region as well as the National 
circuit during the late eighties and 
early nineties, it seems fitting that 
his contribution to our sport be 
celebrated. It also gives me the 
opportunity to pay my own personal tributes to a very 
good player and a true gentleman. 
 

I first got to know Domenic when I moved to 
Cambridge in 1989 and joined the Campetanque club. 
Domenic was one of a crop of skilled Italians at the 
club, renown locally for their distinctive lobbing style 
of pointing. Of the lob, Domenic was undoubtedly the 
club’s master. In competitions he would regularly 
claim that there was no need to shoot an opponent’s 
boule, even when it sat an inch behind the coche, 
since he would point to rest on it; and he rarely 
disappointed. On the rare occasions that he did fail to 
pull off this unlikely shot, it hardly mattered as we’d 
be too busy laughing at his spontaneous donkey-
braying impersonation to worry!  
 

Andy Allen and I teamed up with Domenic for the 
1990 Grand prix series. Although we missed out on 
qualifying for the North Sea Tournament by just one 
place we nevertheless enjoyed the consolation of a 
weekend playing against the Scots in Stirling - not 
only were we unbeaten throughout the event, but due 
to Domenic’s ability to befriend everyone, it was also 
a memorably social weekend too. That was one aspect 
of his charm, as he could always enter a room of 
strangers and leave it later having spoken to everyone. 
 

The following seasons were even better. Whilst Andy 
and I would take it in turns to prove that neither of us 
could really be classed a shooter, Domenic would 
cover up our inadequacies with regular unlikely points 
from his top drawer. During these two seasons we 
were fortunate enough to qualify for both North Sea 
and World Championships, as well as two further 
International representation events. It was whilst at 
the ‘91 World Championships in Andorra that we had 
our finest day’s play, making it to the last day when 
we then beat a strong Tunisian team in the quarter-
finals of the Nations Cup. We then played (sadly, lost) 
the semi-finals in front of a packed stand. The 
moment to savior however was Domenic’s vocal 
‘Road Runner’ impression after a wayward first point, 
which even had Christian Fazzino laughing next to us!  
 

Domenic brought much joy and laughter to the 
terrains, and to the lives of those lucky enough to 
have known him. He will be sadly missed, but always 
fondly remembered.

WORLD & EUROPEAN 
CHAMPIONSHIPS 

UPDATE 
 
The CEP has also announced that the European 
Pétanque Championship for Women, which was due 
to be held in Tel Aviv in 2009, will not now go 
ahead. In its place the CEP will organise the first 
European Championship for Men in Nice, France 
from 24th to 26th July 2009. 
 
It is anticipated that the European Ladies 
Championships will now be held in 2010, as will the 
European Junior Championships. 
 
The FIPJP are endeavouring to organise a Woman's 
World Championship in 2009 but no venue has been set. 
The Junior World Championships will take place in 
Tunisia in October 2009. 
 
To summarise the various World and European 
Championships will now be held every two years, 
with the possible exception of the European Espoirs 
(Under 23) Championships which have yet to be 
decided. Therefore the following is the schedule for 
the Championships: 
 
World Championships: 
Senior World Championships: 2010, 2012, 2014 etc.  
Senior Female World Championships: 2009 (tbc), 2011, 2013 etc.  
Junior World Championships: 2009, 2011, 2013 etc.  
 
European Championships: 
Male European Championships: 2009, 2011, 2013 etc.  
Espoirs (Male) Championships: 2009 thereafter to be clarified by CEP  
Espoirs (Female) Championships: 2009 then as above.  
Senior Female European Championships: 2010, 2012, 2014 etc.  
Junior European Championships: 2010, 2012, 2014 etc.

GERMA- I-VITATIO- 
 
The EPA were invited to send a squad to take part in 
the 10th Ländervergleich International competition in 
Rastatt, Germany on Saturday 24th January. The 
tournament was hosted by the BBPV (Boule Boccia 
Pétanque Federation) of Baden-Württemberg. 
 
Competing were squads from England, Switzerland, 
Luxembourg, Italy and the German Regions of 
Bayern, Saarland, Hessen, Rheinland-Pfalz and two 
squads from the host Baden-Württemberg federation. 
 
In a format reminiscent of the defunct North Sea 
Tournament each squad comprised of two senior 
teams, 1 ladies team, 1 espoir (under 23) team and 1 
junior team all playing their opposite numbers. 
 
In preparation for the forthcoming European Espoir 
championships the EPA sent male and female espoir 
teams consisting of Scott Ashby, Stephen Brown, 
Dean Seville, Ben Gallimore, Sarah Huntley, Claire 
Brooks, Jennifer Cooter and Debra Elcome, this 
followed a selection day in December. The junior 
team were the runners up from last year’s EPA Junior 
Triples: Gary Atkinson, Josh and Ben Littley. While 
the senior teams consisted of the runners up in last 
year’s International Qualifier series (although in the 
event a couple of members could not attend due to 
prior commitments): Marcus Hickman, Rowland 
Jones & Phil Claydon and the winners of the EPA 
Champion of Champions: Myra Huntley, Adrian 
Emson & Alan Newland.  
 
England were drawn into Group A where they faced 
the German squads Ba Wü 1, Hessen and Saarland 
along with Switzerland.  They lost some tough games 
against the Germans but beat the Swiss 3 games to 2 
in the final group game. They then finished off the 
tournament at around 1am in the morning due to the 
lack of pistes with a play-off for position against the 
fifth placed team in Group B, Bayern and recorded a 
4-1 win over the Germans.

Thus the French club side took their second European 
Club title. Meanwhile PC Auderghem St-Anne 
Bruxelles had to settle for second place for the third 
time in five years. 
 
During their impressive run through the International 
stages DUC won 31 of the 32 games they played. 
However this is hardly surprising given their star 
studded line up, which included Quintais, Suchaud, 
Lacroix, Milei, Montoro, Cortes, Lakhal, Roche and 
Saulnier who have 28 World Championship winners 
medals and 31 French National titles between them.

Previously two of the clubs, Jersey PC and Carrefour 
PC, and a number of their members have affiliated 
through the EPA, although as a British Crown 
dependency they are not part of England or even the 
UK although by tradition they do form part of the 
British Isles. They became the 82nd Nation to affiliate 
with the FIPJP.
